The LVARC meets the FIRST TUESDAY of
EVERY MONTH at the Tri-Clover Fire Company in
Orefield at 7:30 pm. Occasionally,

the meetings are held in other places.

The LVARC also has a different kind of meeting
too. That is, members meet “on the air” every
Monday Night at 7:30 for the Lehigh County
RACES/ARES Net. The public can listen to these
nets on 146.940 MhZ.

Activities of the
LVARC

Ham radio activities include “Fox” or Transmitter
Hunts, personal contesting and “DXing,” and the
annual naton-wide event, Field Day. This is a
contest which involves contacting as many other
amateur stations as possible running under
emergency conditions. That means no commercial
power, just generators or battery power and
erecting temporary antennas. The contest is held
the last weekend in June and runs for 24 hours.

Members of the LVARC also serve the public by
providing communications support for many
community events.

As well as being a club related to ham radio, the
LVARC is also a social club. Members meet for
picnics, dinners and sporting events.

The LVARC offers license
classes and exams.
